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The New East Baltimore Development is a 30-acre
revitalization project located at the edge of the Johns
Hopkins Medical Campus in Baltimore. Elkus
Manfredi Architects was part of the winning
development team designated through a design
competition. The master plan includes five life
science research buildings, 800 units of housing,
street-level retail space and parking, and represents
a new generation of integrated urban environments
where intensive research facilities coexist with
mixed-use amenities in an enhanced, livable
community.

In addition to creating the overall master plan, Elkus
Manfredi provided architectural design services for
The John G. Rangos, Sr. Building at 855 North Wolfe
Street, the project’s first life science structure, and
laboratory design services for Johns Hopkins School
of Medicine within this 298,000-square-foot building.
The facilities for Johns Hopkins include lab and
office space for four primary research clusters:
epigenetics, computational biology, chemical
biology, and molecular biology. A pedestrian bridge
spanning Madison Street connects these clusters to
related research space in an existing building on the
Johns Hopkins Medical Campus. Meeting and
conference space supports activities in both
buildings by means of this pedestrian link. The
Rangos Building was designed for energy efficiency
and optimal daylighting, and has a LEED-NC Gold
certification pending.
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
